The objective of this research was to study the information technology‘
administ%at%on of the administrators in the primary reform schools under she Office of
Nakhon Si Thammarat provincial Primary Education.

The subjects in this study were 1936 administrators in the primary reform schoois
under the Office of Nakhon Si Thammaral Provincial Primary Education in the acadsmic
year 2545. The instruments were rating scale questionnaires. The data were analyzed by
means of percentages, aritnmetic means and standard of deviation.

The findings were:

1. The information technotogy administration of the administrators in the primary
reform schools under the Office of Nakhon Si Thammarat Provincial Primary Education
was at the moderate level with the average of 3.44

2. Problems and suggestions tor information technology administration: the
administrators and teachers lacked e knowledge. understanding aﬁd skill in using
information technology- There was also @ 1ack of budget for providing computers and
rﬁain’tenance. The responsibility was assigned sometimes individually and sometimes in
the form of teamwork. NO specific structure was set up because there were not enough
computers, tack of technicians . pudget, and program instruction. Some schools

managed the learning schedule for overy class o USe computers. gome schoots offered



sarvice to other schools in the same group. Some schools tried to get“ extra ou’£31de “
budget for providing more computers and their maintenance. This was because the
administrators were aware that information technology was necessary for studenis {o
study, for administration, and for collecting school data. However, there were problems
on out-of-date computers, the tack of programs for information technology management.
School personnel should be trained continually by supervising, training, studying
documents, observihg or demonstrating by some specialists during the monthly
mestings. The teachers should be aware of using computer skilfutly. The main problems
were the lack of communication system to approach schools, lack of assessment
instruments and very limited staff. The administrators who assessed the teachers would
present the strong points and weak points for further development. it was suggested
that the specialists should assess the s¢hools or design the assessment instruments for

them.
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
