This research is aimed to study the roles of the teachers and
students for the Learner-Centered Approach in secondary schools under the
Department of General Education, Amphoe Ronpiboon, Nakhon Si Thammarat.
The variable; used in the study were sex, age, education level, group, and
experience of the teachers and sex, class, and GPA of the students.

The samples used in this study were 140 teachers, and 360 students,
totaled 300 by stratified random sampling. The instruments used were rating
scale and open-ended questionnaires with the reliability of the teachers 0.9215
and 0.9071 of the students. The data were analyzed by means of percentages.
arithmetic means, standard of deviation, t-test, and one-way analysis of variance.
The differences of mean between pairs of group were compared by using
Sheeffe’ method.

The findings were as follow :

1. The Roles of the teachers for the Learner - centered Approach
as a whole and in all 3 individual aspects were at the moderate level.

2. There was no significant difference at the level of .05 between
the roles of the male and female teachers for the Leamner-centered Approach

as a whole and in all 3 individual aspects.



5. There was no significant difference at the level of .05 between
the foles of the teachers for the Learner-centered Approach with the different ages.

4. There was no significant difference at the level of .05 between
the roles of the teachers for the Learner-centered Approach with the different
levels of education.

5. There was no significant difference at the level of .05 between
the roles of the teachers for the Learner-centered Approach with the different
content groups.

6. As a whole, there was a significant difference at the level of .01
between the roles of the teachers for the Learner-centered Approach with
the experience below 10 years, 10 — 20 years, and over 20 years. When 3
individual aspects were considered, it was found that there was a significant
difference at the level of .05 in the Preparation. but at the lever of .0! in the
Performance and Evaluation and Assessment. However, there was a significant
difference at the level of .05 between the teachers with the experience of
10 — 20 years and over 20 vears.

7. The roles of the students for the Learner-centered Approach as
a whole and?in all 5 individual aspects were at the moderate level.

8. There was no significant difference at the level of .05 between
the male and female students for the Learner-centered Approach.

9. There was no significant difference at the level of .05 between
the roles of the students for the Learner-centered Approach with different classes.

10. As a whole, there was a significant difference at the level of
.05 between the roles of the students for the lLeamer-centered Approach with
different GPA. When 3 individual aspects were considered, it was found
that there was no significant difference at the level of .05 in the Preparation.
However, there was a significant difference at the level of .01 in the
Performance and Fvaluation and Assessment. It was also found that there
was a significant difference at the level of .05 between the students with
the GPA below 2.00 , 2.00-2.99 and 3.00-4.00.
