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ABSTRACT

The title The Uses of Power by the Administrators Forecasting
the Morale of the Teachers in the Schools under the Office

The objective of this research was to study the uses of power by the
administrators which forecasted morale of the teachers in the schools under the
Office of Nakhon Si Thammarat Primary Education. The samples consisted of
384 teachers working in the academic year of 2545. The instruments used to
callect data were rating - scale questionnaires. The data were analyzed by
means of frequency, percentages, arithmetic means ustandard deviation, and multiple
regression analysis.

The findings were as follows:

1. The uses of power by the administrators which forecasted morale of
the teachers in the schools under the Office of Nakhon Si Thammarat Primary
Education, as the whole , were at the moderate level with the average of 3.37.
As individual bases of power considered, the bases at the more levels were legitimate
power, reward power, and expert power respectively. The bases at the moderate
Jevel was referent power, while the base of coercive power was at the less level.

9 The morale of the teachers in the schools under the Office of Nakhon
Si Thammarat Primary Education was at the more level with the average of 3.67.

3. The uses of power by the administrators could forecast morale of the
teachers in the schools under the Office of Nakhon Si Thammarat Primary Education
at .05 They could explain the variation of morale of the teachers 63.90 percent.
The forecasting equations were as follows.

The equation in the form of unstandardized coefficients:

Morale of the teachers = 1.181 + 412 (reward power) +.256 (expert power)

The equation in the form of standardized coefficients:

Morale of the teachers = .512 (reward power) + .341 (expert power)
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
