The objective of this research was to study the academic administration
affecting the achievement of the pupils in the primary-level schools under the Office of
Krabi Educational Service Area . The samples used in this study consisted of 118
schools. The instruments used to collect data were rating-scale and filled-blank
questionnaires. The data were analyzed by means of percentages, arithmetic means,
standard deviations, and multiple regression analysis.

The findings were as follows:

1. The academic administration of the primary-level schools under the Office
of Krabi Bducational Service Area was at a high level. As individual aspects were
considered, all aspects : curriculum and implementation, learning-teaching, media, measurement
and evaluation, library, internal supervision, and academic training were at a high levels.

2 The achievement of the pupils in the primary-level schools under the Office
of Krabi Educational Service, both by average and by individual subjects : Thai,
Mathematics, Sciences, and English, were at the must-be-improved level.

3. The academic administration of the primary-level schools under the Office
of Krabi Educational Service Area significantly affected the achievement of the pupils at
the level of 0.05. The academic administration could explain 13.60 percent of the
variations in the achievement of the pupils. The aspects that affected the achievement
were learning-teaching, internal supervision, and library. The forecasting equations were @ -

3.2 The equation in the form of standardized coefficients:
The achievement = 0.350(learning-teaching) - 0.376(library)
