This research was aimed at studying and comparing the ideal roles with the authentic
roles being performed by the administrators in supervising academic affairs in Islamic private
school, Nakhon Si Thammarat, The sample using in this research included eight administrators
and 142 teachers which were 250 altogether. The instrument was a rating scale questionnaires.
The collected data were analyzed into frequency, percentage, mean,. standard ~Arvintient and
t-test.

The findings were :

1. As a whole, the authentic roles that was being performed by the administrators in

supervising academic affairs at a moderate level, where as the ideal roles was found that it should
be ata high level.

2. According to the administrator” opinions, the comparing result berween  the
authentic roles and the ideal roles was found that there was no statisticatly difterence.

3. According to the teachers” opinions, the comparing result between the authentic
reles and the ideal roles wus found that they indicated a statistically significant difference at the
O level in their pereeption of the ideal roles which had a higher mean than the avthentic role.

4. The comparing result between the  authentic reles and the ideal roles from  the

adminisivators and the teachers’ apinions was found that there was no statisiically difference.
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
